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As I saw, they were very friendly to us and I believe that they could be easily converted to our holy faith.  I presented them with some red caps and strings of beads to wear upon the neck.  They were very delighted, and became wonderfully attached to us. Afterwards they came swimming to the boats, bringing parrots, balls of cotton, javelins, and many other things which they exchanged.  They seemed to me to be a very poor people. They all go completely naked, even the women, though I saw but one girl. All whom I saw were young, not above thirty years of age, with fine shapes and faces.  Their hair is short and coarse like that of a horse's tail.  Some paint themselves with black, white, red, and any other colors they can find.  Weapons they have none.  I showed them swords which they grasped by the blades and cut themselves. They have no iron.  Their javelins are nothing more than sticks.  It appears to me that the people are clever, and would be good servants.  I believe that they would very readily become Christians, since they appear to have no religion.  If it pleases the Lord, I intend to carry home six of them to our King so that they may learn our language.
